Having Mercy…            

 

Being sorry is not enough 
 
This example suggests that putting things right after we have done really 
hurtful and damaging things is not simple.  It is not enough to acknowledge 
to ourselves that we have acted badly, and to be sorry for it.  It is often not 
enough to be forgiven by the person we have betrayed.  The consequences 
of what we do touch many other people and groups: these relationships, 
too, need to be healed.  And even when we have addressed all these things, 
we may be left with feelings of shame and worthlessness. 
 
The sacrament of reconciliation addresses all these things.  It does not allow 
shame and worthlessness to have the last word.  It provides us with a way to 
say openly that we have acted badly and to be assured that God loves us, 
forgives us and considers us precious.   
 
Because confession is not simply a private conversation with God but takes 
place within the church community, it also allows us to acknowledge the 
consequences of our sins for the community and to put things right with our 
brothers and sisters.  If the sacrament is a regular part of our life, too, it 
helps us turn our feelings of shame and worthlessness into gratitude and joy 
at God’s compassion for us in the messiness of our lives.  It also helps us to 
follow Jesus ‘ way more closely.
