OLR SCHOOL NEWS - 1B

In Religious Education this term, the children in 1B have been unpacking the unit
2F . FLIAaYd LYy GKA& dzyAld 6S t2271 |
(Mark 10:13-16). Through this story children can experience Jesus as one who
welcomes, loves and includes them. In this story children are valued and are
people who enjoy a relationship with Jesus and the kingdom. We complete this
unit at the beginning of the school year to set an atmosphere of welcoming and
belonging in the new Year 1 classroom. This ensures students have a positive
transition from Kindergarten to Year 1. The unit introduces Baptism as the
sacrament of initiation into the Church community. The emphasis here is on
sharing in the new life of Christ. The unit presents the key symbols and actions
used in the Rite of Baptism. Students brought in photos of their own Baptismal
experience and talked about the Sacrament of Baptism as a celebration of being
welcomed into the Catholic Church community. We unpack the following key
questions:

1. What is Baptism?
2. Why is Baptism an important part of our lives?
3. What happens when you are baptised?

In addition 1B have been studying the unit of Lent which we see as a season to
grow in the life of God. On Wednesday the 14th of February we changed our

prayer space to the liturgical colour of Lent which is purple, a colour of

repentance and of beginning again. After bushfires, seeds grow; we receive ashes
on our foreheads as a reminder that God helps us grow. In 1B we have also been
regularly practising Meditation. We are becoming better at settling ourselves and
focusing our thoughts and hearts on God. We sit down still with our backs

straight, close our eyes lightly and recite a single word silently. We use the ancient
