 Dear Parishioners,  
 
The readings for last weekday masses were about the first council of the 
church that was held in Jerusalem. The first disciples were involved in 
discussion on how to manage the increasing number of /ƘǊƛǎǘΩǎ ŦƻƭƭƻǿŜǊǎΦ 
Two figures who were very strong in their speech and views were Peter and 
Paul. Things we could learn from the first council were openness to listen to 
one another with a discerning heart and how to allow the spirit to speak to 
them in solitude. The outcome of the council was the affirmation of the 
identity of the church which is marked by openness to the Spirit, sense of 
communion and reachƛƴƎ ƻǳǘ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ΨǇŀƎŀƴǎΩΦ ¢ƘŜ ŘƛǎŎƛǇƭŜǎ ƘŀŘ ŀ ƎǊŜŀǘ ȊŜŀƭ 
for mission. It led Paul, Barnabas and some other followers to go for mission 
outreach. They then established the first Christian community in Antioch 
(was considered as pagan territory).  
 
Last February and March, the άParish 2020έ Committee ran a survey for 
people of the Archdiocese of Sydney. It was a way of reminding us of the 
identity of the church by asking people to have discernment in the Spirit, 
being aware of our presence as a community and how to reach out in our 
mission towards people around us. Last Thursday there was a letter sent 
out by the Archdiocese Vicar General to inform people about the survey, 
how many people were involved and what we are going to do in the future. 
The list of the parishes and number of people who were involved in the 
survey was attached to that letter. From Kensington, we had 42 people who 
took part in the survey.  I personally appreciate those who have done the 
survey even though I was surprised with the small number of people who 
did the survey. 
 
What is the outcome of the survey? Fr Gerry Gleeson the Vicar General 
ǿǊƻǘŜΥ άIn reviewing the data, please be advised that where there has been 
a low response rate to the survey, a Parish report cannot be generated 
because insufficient data affects analysis and leads to unreliable and 
inaccurate results.  All Parishes continue to be encouraged, however, to be 
actively involved in the continuing consultation over the coming months, 
and more detailed information will be made available in the next few 
ǿŜŜƪǎέ.  
 
I am not sure whether we are one of the parishes that had a low response 
rate or not. The thing that we should do in the future is to prepare for 
further consultation.
