FR ALO WRITES...

This is my body............
This is my blood............
This is my life & love ............

Today we celebrate the “Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of
Christ (Corpus Christi)”. It is the celebration of Christ’s life and love that is
given to us in a symbolic way. The origin of the celebration of “Corpus
Christi” was in the year of 1230 through the person of Saint Juliana an
Augustinian nun from Liege, Belgium who had a special devotion to the
“Blessed Sacrament”. In 1246 Bishop Rebert, bishop of Liege in one of the
diocesan synods instituted this feast. Finally, on 8 September 1264 Pope
Urbanus IV through bulla “Transiturus de hoc mundo” promulgated this
feast to be celebrated solemnly by the universal church.

Through the Holy Eucharist celebration, we are reminded again that Jesus
has given his life and love for us. It was in the “Last Supper” he instituted
this sacrament when he said: “This is my body......and this is my blood” and
“you may do this in memory of me” (Luke 22:19-20). Therefore, every time
we come to celebrate the Eucharist, we come with joy and gratitude
because we come to receive our Lord to be part of our being. A priest in
every Eucharist celebration repeats those words of Jesus. However, it is not
just about sharing the meal liturgically, but it is about sharing our lives with
others as well. As he has shared his life and love with us, we may also share
our lives and love to one another as well.

Celebration of the Holy Eucharist (the Body and Blood of Christ) is obviously
not just limited inside the church. What we have celebrated liturgically
should have impact in our daily life. Father Michael Fallon said: “Today, as
we receive his body and blood in communion, let our hearts fill with
gratitude for this amazing gift from the heart of the risen Jesus who wants
not only to be close to us, but to fill our veins, to dwell within us as in a
temple and to bring with him his Father and the Spirit who unites them in
love. Let us also remember that in receiving his body and drinking his blood,
we are making a commitment to do what Jesus did. We are saying ‘Yes’ to
his request that we love one another just as he loved us. He wants to live his
life in us. We are committing ourselves to offer our lives for each other,
indeed, for the world” (Quoted from his Homily on the Solemnity of Corpus Christi, 2016).

We acknowledge the traditional owners who cared for this land for thousands of years
and their descendants who have maintained these Spiritual connections and traditions.
