FR ALO WRITES… 
 
 

QUESTIONING GOD? 
WHY NOT? 

 
The desire to ask questions is a natural human mechanism for knowing and 
understanding different things. The study of philosophy begins with 
questioning the basic realities of our experience of life. The evangelist Luke, in 
this Sunday’s gospel, mentions some Sadducees who came to Jesus to ask a 
question about life after death. Some scripture scholars suggest that their 
question was a tendentious/provocative one, with an underlining motive of 
testing Jesus in order to trap him. If this is true, then their motives come from a 
place of immaturity because it is not intended to lead them to discover or know 
the truth, but rather, to satisfy their own “guts” and ego.  
 
I have met so many people, who are eager to develop their faith, and they do 
this by asking questions. Last week, I engaged in the sacrament of 
reconciliation with primary school children. One of them was not a Catholic. 
She belonged to a Christian denomination. She did not come to me for 
reconciliation, but instead, she asked me a question.  The question came from 
her desire to know God and to develop her faith. She said: “Father, I am not a 
catholic and I am not coming for reconciliation. I just want to ask a question 
about God. I have been praying a lot, and one of my requests to God, is that he 
may show me that he exists. However, there is no answer from God. Do you 
think that God existsΚέ I was amazed by this little girl’s brilliant question, which 
was based on her desire for a stronger faith.  I am aware that faith is a personal 
experience, therefore instead of talking to her about the existence of God, 
I asked her, to ask God in her prayer, for an attentive heart, so she may be 
aware and be able to experience God’s presence in her life.  
 
As we face challenges in our life, burning questions may arise within us. Some 
people think that questioning God in prayer is a sin.  I can assure you that it is 
not a sin, as long as the question comes from a place that is seeking 
understanding and truth, and not simply to test God.  Also, addressing our 
questions to God cannot be classified as impoliteness.  In fact, it is a sign of a 
maturing faith. When I did the spiritual directors training course, I learnt that 
having questions is healthy for our faith journey. Prayer is a good way of 
placing our questions before God, and then paying attention to God’s answer, 
as we encounter God in the joys and challenges of everyday life. But we also 
need to be patient, and give God the opportunity to answer our questions,  
for it may be not now, but in a time of his choosing.

OUR LADY OF THE ROSARY PRIMARY SCHOOL NEWS 
Year 4W 
In 4W this term we are studying Stewardship of Creation. It teaches students that 
earth and all life on it are part of God’s creation. God calls us to respect the gift of 
creation that he has given us. As members of the Catholic Church we are responsible 
for taking care of the world we live in while sharing all the wonders and resources 
that it provides us with. It allows us to reflect on how we live in our planet and 
respond by adopting new ways of living. Stewardship of Creation seeks to promote 
care for the earth and its resources. 
 
Year 1 
Year One are beginning to understand the concept of ‘Catholic Social Teaching’. The 
three essential questions to be explored are - What makes people special? How 
should we share what God has given us? How do we care for what God has made? 
Students are exploring the significance of all people being made in the image and 
likeness of God. For this very reason, students learn why we must treat others with 
dignity, love and respect. Students are questioning what happens when others are 
not treated fairly, in light of this knowledge. Students will learn about the concept of 
fair and unfair sharing, and reflect on ways they can follow Jesus’ example in caring 
for the poor. Finally, Year One will learn that creation is a beautiful gift from God, and 
it is our responsibility to look after that gift through the choices we make as good 
stewards of creation. Students will explain ways they can personally care for creation. 
This is a wonderful unit of study that looks into the compassionate work of Caritas 
Australia.
